Task: Pick 20-25 words from the chapters. For each word, write: Word; Meaning; Part of Speech;
Synonym/Antonym; Sentence (from chapter context). Present creatively as a word tree, flashcards, or
a table.

Scene Transformation

Chapters: How | Taught My Grandmother to Read; Gifts of Grace

Task: Choose one important scene and rewrite it as a descriptive passage/story. Include the setting
and atmosphere, the characters' emotions, dialogue (if suitable), and your own imaginative details.
Use imagery, simile, and other literary devices.

Art-Integrated Activity

Theme: Culture, Values and Expression Through Stories and Music

States: Jammu and Kashmir, Gujarat

Part A: Create a poster/collage showing Jammu and Kashmir (Sozni embroidery, Santoor/Rabab,
dress and scenery) and Gujarat (Bandhani, mirror work, Dhol/Garba, cultural motifs).

The Concept: Understanding the x and y axes, quadrants, and plotting points.

The Task: On a graph paper, draw a rough outline of the map of India.

Art Integration: * Treat the center of the country as the Origin (0,0).

Identify the capital cities: Srinagar/Jammu (J&K) and Gandhinagar (Gujarat).

Students must determine the coordinates (x, y) for these cities and at least 3 other heritage sites in
each state (e.g., Dal Lake, Martand Sun Temple in J&K; Rani ki Vav, Somnath Temple in Gujarat).
