Write a descriptive paragraph (120-150 words) explaining
how art reflects culture and identity, the similarities and differences between the two states, and the
message conveyed through your artwork. Add a self-created slogan and one meaningful quote related
to culture or unity. Present neatly on an A4/A3 sheet with proper headings and labels.

3. Speaking Skill Task — “My Voice, My Thoughts”
Prepare a 2-minute speech on any one topic: Freedom and Responsibility, Power of Education, or
Role of Youth in Society. Submit a written script (100-120 words).
